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Confusion rankles voters who fail to cast presidential vote

NEENAH — Some Winnebago County voters were unable to cast a vote in the presidential primary Tuesday after they mistakenly selected the non-partisan designation on the electronic voting machines and submitted their ballots without correcting the error. 
Neenah City Clerk Patty Sturn said some voters didn’t realize that they were required to select a party designation if they wished to vote in the presidential race — primaries are party races and there are no non-partisan presidential candidates. If voters did not select a party designation, they were able to vote only for local school board.

“It’s been an issue somewhat all day,” said Sturn, who knew of three voters who made the error. “The county knew that right up front” so clerks and poll workers were informed about the need to explain it. Neenah also had a note taped to each voting machine that if you vote non-partisan, you were only voting for the school board race.

Even voters who selected the non-partisan designation had an opportunity to reverse through the electronic prompts and change their selection in order to vote in the presidential primary. But if they submitted the ballot without doing so, there was no recourse to recast the ballot.

Sturn estimates that citywide no more than a dozen voters who wanted to vote in the presidential primary cast a ballot without doing so.
